Analgesia plan: Sickle cell acute pain crisis/Vaso-occlusive crisis 

Home initial: Paracetamol, 1 g, QDS and Ibuprofen, 400 mg, TDS 

Home escalation: Codeine, 30-60 mg, QDS 

Acute presentation: 
Entonox for 60 minutes. Morphine 10 mg S/C and repeat every 20 minutes until pain controlled. 
Then 5 mg SC 2 hourly PRN or oramorph 2 hourly PRN.
